10,000 years 
to 570,000,000 years is the usual 
time frame for fossilization. 
 

How are fossils made? Fossils are 
made when the original animal or 
plant is replaced with minerals. 
 

Original remains  
Bones and teeth 
Casts  
Something fills with sediments & hardens 

Molds 
Leaves a three dimensional imprint 

Carbonization 
Carbon remains when other material dissolves 

Petrification 
Bone or wood are replaced with minerals 

Trace 
Evidence of life: tracks, trails, droppings
