If you have gone gem panning at 
TELLUS, you may have already 
collected samples of the 
gemstones to the right.   Observe 
and sort your stones, usually by 
color first.   Then further identify 
your stones by trait.   You may fill 
in the squares using a color pencil 
in the same color as the stone to 
record how many of each type you 
found.   Then you need to display 
your collection on your graph, a 
piece of fabric, in a box, on a shelf 
or in a drawer.
